Trip Includes: 

 Round trip bus transportation from Sewickley, with additional pick-up stops in Meadville and Erie.

  Monday ski trip to nearby Okemo Ski Area ( www.okemo.com). Must be on the first day due to 

consecutive four day’s Mt. Snow (www.mountsnow.com.)  lift ticket. 

 Five hot & cold buffet breakfasts, four dinners with choice of entree including Thursday night’s choice 

of fresh boiled whole lobster or steak. Vegetarian meals always available. 

 Heated swimming pool and hot tubs. 

 All taxes and gratuities (except housekeeping). Bus driver’s gratuities are also included. An optional 

collection for wait staff will be accepted on Thursday evening.  

 Après ski party on Thursday, as well as departure party (new this year) after dinner. 

Cost: - Less expensive than last year! 

Single - $718 Double Occ. - $618 per pers. Triple Occ. - $598 per pers. Quad. Occ.- $588 per pers. 

As in the past, should you request a double and do not have a roommate, one will be assigned. Should a second person not 

be available, you will receive a single room, but be charged at the double rate. Triples and quads are available only on 

request – not assigned. 

 Non-skier – Deduct $150.00 from the above package rate for no lift pass. 

Senior skiers/boarders over age 65 may deduct $20.00 from listed cost. 

Don’t want to take the 1-1/2 hour ride to Okemo? Deduct $25.00 from appropriate package and spend five days 

at Mt Snow – or deduct another $25.00 and ski Mt Snow for four instead of five consecutive days. 

Bus will be limited to 35-40 passengers in order to have sufficient packing room for luggage and equipment. No baggage 

charges, no security lines, plenty of room to stretch out, good company, and fun times. 

 

Payments due as follows:  Initial deposit of $100.00 per person to hold your space; additional  payments 

may be made at any time, but at least 50% is due by November 19
th

 and the remainder by January 7
th

. 

Cancellation prior to December 12
th

 will not be penalized and all deposits will be refunded. Cancellations after 

that date will result in deposits being charged per our supplier’s terms.
