(2) hereby agree to indemnify and save and hold harmless the Release from any loss, liability, damage, or the cost they may incur to my presence and or participating during any activity, and whether caused by the negligence of the Release or otherwise; and

(3) hereby assume full responsibility for any risk of bodily damage, death or property damage due to negligence of Release or otherwise while traveling, participating or for any purpose while engaged in such activities.
